RESEARCH MOORINGS ON INNER CONTINUAL SHELF BETWEEN GREAT EGG INLET AND BARNEGAT INLET

The University of Delaware and Rutgers University will be setting 8 research moorings for a project sponsored by the U. S. National Science Foundation.  They will be set on 17 May, 1996 and removed by 1 October, 1996.  Each subsurface instrument mooring will be marked with a nearby yellow surface witness buoy bearing an amber light flashing 15 times a minute. SUBMARINE TELECOMMUNICATIONS CABLES - General Information

Mariners are advised that breaking or damaging a submarine cable is a federal crime under the provisions of the U.S. Submarine Cable Act.  Violations are punishable by imprisonment and/or fine.  This act also requires the master of a fishing vessel to keep his gear at least one nautical mile from a vessel engaged in laying or repairing a cable.  Vessels intending to anchor and fishing vessels working in cable areas should maintain a buffer zone around cables to prevent unnecessary entanglement.  Most modern submarine telecommunications cables carry up to 11,000 volts.  Attempts to cut the cable or untangle gear could cause fatal injury.  If a mariner becomes entangled in a cable, he should call the AT&T 24 hour Operations Center collect at (908) 234-6771.  If charts are required call toll free at 1-800-235-CHARTS.

REGULATION CHANGES CONCERNING PERSONAL FLOTATION DEVICES

As of 01 May 1995, persons on recreational vessels less than sixteen feet in length are no longer allowed to count type IV throwable flotation devices to be in compliance with federal regulations which require a flotation device for each person on board the vessel.  It is required that 

the vessel have one wearable flotation device for each person on board.  All recreational vessels under sixteen feet , including canoes and kayaks of any length, are subject to this new requirement.  



In consideration of the large number of vessels and associated flotation devices maintained by livery and rental businesses, and the associated economic impact of this requirement on them, a temporary exemption has been granted for livery/rental vessels until 01 May 1996.  For all other vessels less than sixteen feet in length, including canoes and kayaks of any length, an interim grace period of 61 days (01 May 1995 through 30 June 1995) has been established for the purpose of informing/educating the boating public concerning this new requirement for carrying wearable flotation devices.  This grace period does not apply to violations for insufficient number of flotation devices on board.

CAUTION TO BE USED IN RELIANCE UPON AIDS TO NAVIGATION

The aids to navigation depicted on charts comprise a system of fixed and floating aids with varying degrees of reliability.  Therefore, prudent mariners will not rely solely on any single aid to navigation, particularly

a floating aid.  With respect to buoys, the buoy symbol is used to indicate the approximate position of the buoy body and the sinker which secures the buoy to the seabed.  The approximate position is used because of practical limitations in positioning and maintaining buoys and their sinkers in precise geographical locations.  These limitations include, but are not limited to, inherent imprecisions in position fixing methods, prevailing atmospheric and sea conditions, the slope of and the material making up the seabed, the fact that buoys are moored to sinkers by varying lengths of chain, and the fact that buoy body and/or sinker positions are not under continuous surveillance but are normally checked only during periodic maintenance visits which often occur more than a year apart.  The position of the buoy body can be expected to shift inside and outside the charting symbol due to the forces of nature.  The mariner is also cautioned that buoys are liable to be carried away, shifted, capsized, sunk, etc.  Lighted buoys may be extinguished or sound signals may not function as the result of ice, running ice or other natural causes, collisions, or other accidents.  For the foregoing reasons, a prudent mariner must not rely completely upon the position or operation of floating aids to navigation, but will also utilize bearings from fixed objects and aids to navigation on shore.  Further, a vessel attempting to pass close aboard always risks collision with a yawing buoy or with the obstruction the buoy marks.

BRIDGE-TO-BRIDGE RADIOTELEPHONE PROCEDURES

Federal Regulations regarding the Bridge-to-Bridge Radiotelephone Act are issued in Title 33, Code of Federal Regulations (CFR), Part 26 and 47 CFR, Articles 83.251 and 893.701.  Briefly, these regulations provide that all vessels:  1) 300 gross tons and over, 2) 100 gross tons and over carrying passengers for hire, or 3) 26 feet in length or more engaged in towing, must maintain a continuous watch on VHF-FM Channel 13 (156.650 MHz) for exchange of navigational safety information such as in passing situations.  Vessels required to have Channel 13 must guard this channel full time while upon those waters governed by the navigation rules for harbors, rivers and inland waters.  The use of Bridge-to-Bridge radiotelephone contributes significantly to navigation safety. Communications on Channel 13 relating to matters other than safety of navigation are prohibited and violators are subject to being cited and possibly fined.  Use it, but use it properly.

	DREDGING OPERATIONS

The following is a list of dredging operations being conducted in the Fifth Coast Guard District.  All operators should be aware that the dredge and pontoon lines are held in place by cables which are attached to anchors some distance from the dredge and pontoons.  Buoys are attached to the anchors so that they may be moved as the dredge advances.  Mariners are advised that dredges, tugs, barges, submerged and or floating pipes, derricks, operating wires and buoys to mark positions of anchors may be located in the vicinity of dredging operations and that aids to navigation may be temporarily relocated to facilitate dredging.  The dredge and related equipment will be lighted and marked in accordance with International or Inland Navigation Rules and the dredge will monitor channels 13 and 16 VHF-FM  unless otherwise noted.  Mariners are cautioned to strictly comply with Inland Navigation Rules when approaching, passing and leaving the area of operations, to remain a safe distance from the equipment, and to contact the dredge for specific transiting information.
