STRAITS OF FLORIDA-CUBA:   Advisory.



In view of the recent U.S. and Cuban maritime surveillance activities near the territorial seas of the Republic of Cuba, the Government of the United States is seeking to ensure that U.S. registered vessels do not conduct commercial fishing activities in the Cuban Exclusive Economic Zone (EEZ).  The Governments of the U.S. and the Republic of Cuba signed an agreement at Washington on December 16, 1977, which has been applied continuously since January 1, 1978.  This agreement establishes a maritime boundary between the U.S. and Cuban EEZ off the north coast of Cuba.  This maritime boundary line is essentially an equidistant line starting west of Cay Sal Bank and proceeding west and then northwest in the Straits of Florida.  Consistent with the agreement, the U.S. exercises sovereign rights and jurisdiction with respect to all fishing activity north of the boundary line and Cuba exercises sovereign rights and jurisdiction with respect to all fishing activity south of the boundary line.  The specific points of the boundary line are:

FLORIDA-SEACOAST-DANIA BEACH AND HOLLYWOOD BEACH:   Naval Operations.



The U.S. Navy advises that the research vessel M/V SEACON will be conducting intermittent oceanographic research operations with an autonomous unmannned submersible off the coast of Dania Beach and Hollywood Beach from January, through April, 1996.  Navy small craft will be patrolling the area during the operation.  Shipping is requested to exercise caution in the area and avoid close contact with M/V SEACON which may also operate the unmanned submersible under submerged tow during some operations. FLORIDA-INTRACOASTAL WATERWAY-WEST PALM BEACH-MIAMI-BISCAYNE BAY-MACARTHUR CAUSEWAY:   Intracoastal Waterway Closure.



The Captain of the Port, Miami, Florida, advises mariners that CDC Constructors must install seven precast beams which will span the channel for the second new bridge at the MacArthur Causeway.  These beams will be installed on or about April 19, 1996, for approximately nine hours.  During this time the Intracoastal Waterway must be closed for installation of the beams and movement of construction equipment in the channel.  Marine Patrol vessels will be contracted to divert traffic during the channel closure.  Once all work is complete and the area is open to marine traffic a Marine Broadcast will be issued reopening the channel.  If another date is needed for this closure mariners will be advised.

Additional shoaling is occurring in the mouth of the St. Lucie River.  Temporary buoys 3 and 4 were previously relocated to mark best water.  Channel depth is six to seven feet at mean low water and present channel alignment makes for a very sharp narrow turn near Daybeacon 3 and Light 2.  There doesn't appear to be enough distance for turn recovery of Tug and Barge traffic when heading east.
