OPENING OF THE 1996 NAVIGATION SEASON


The opening of the 1996 navigation season is scheduled to take place on the dates and times listed below:


Montreal-Lake Ontario     April 2,1996   - 0800 hours (E.S.T.)


Welland Canal                  April 2, 1996  - 0800 hours (E.S.T.)


Vessel transits will be subject to weather and ice conditions.  Navigation may be restricted to daylight hours in some areas until lighted navigation aids have been installed.  The Seaway entities also announced that, for the 1996 navigation season, the clearance date for the Montreal-Lake Ontario Section has 


been designated as December 20, 1996, 2400 hours.  "The clearance date" is the date by which the vessel must report at the applicable calling-in point referred to in subsection 401.97(c), of the Seaway Regulations, for the final transit of the Montreal-Lake Ontario Section of the Seaway. Notice of Opening & Closing New York State Canal System


Subject to the latest water and weather developments and the completion of the construction work, the NEW YORK STATE CANAL SYSTEM will open for navigation on the following date:    May 6,1996


This date applies to all four (4) canal sections, including:    ERIE CANAL, OSWEGO CANAL, CHAMPLAIN CANAL L, CAYUGA/SENECA CANAL


Special navigation notes:


1.  This notice reflects the OPERATING SCHEDULE from the Beginning of the Business (BOB), to the Close of Business (COB) for the 1996 navigation season.  All times are Eastern Daylight Savings.  The following sections are affected:  ERIE CANAL (WEST OF THE RIVERS JUNCTION), CAYUGA/SENECA CANAL MAY 6- NOVEMBER 3 7:00 a.m. - 10:30 p.m. (0700hrs. - 2230 hrs.)  The above section will close (COB) November 3, 1996.  2. ERIE CANAL (EAST OF THE RIVERS JUNCTION), CHAMPLAIN CANAL, OSWEGO CANAL MAY 6 - NOVEVBER 24 7:00 a.m. - 10:30 p.m. (0700 hrs. - 2230 hrs.)  The above sections will close (COB) November 24, 1996.


Navigation Notes:


1.  On October 17, 1996 the hours of canal lock operations will change the present 15 hour schedule to a 10 hour schedule (8:00 a.m. - 6:00 p.m.).  The 10 hour schedule will change on October 27, 1996 to 7:00 a.m.- 5:00 p.m. to take advantage of the daylight associated with the switch over to Eastern Standard Time.  These hours will remain in effect through the remainder of the season.  2.  All locks monitor marine channel 13.  3.  Twenty-four (24) hour service will be available for commercial traffic and fifteen and a half (15½) hour service will be available for noncommercial traffic.  4.  Commercial floats must provide at least twenty-four (24) hour prior notice to the New York State Canal Corporation in order to arrange for roving lock operations.  Commercial interests requiring after hours service between 10:30 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. should contact the Canal Traffic Agent at (518) 471-5016, during business hours (8:00 a.m. - 4:30 p.m.), Monday through Friday.  After Business hours (4:30 p.m. to 8:00 a.m.) and on weekends, commercial interest may call Lock 12 of the Champlain Canal at (518) 499-1700.  5.  Roving lock operations may be in effect during some or all operating hours.  To aid passage, navigators should inform Lock Operators of their travel plans.  6.  The Utica Harbor lock will operate on weekdays by appointment only.  [01/96]

The St. Marys Fall  Canal, Michigan, will be open to navigation for the 1996 season commencing 25 March 1996, at 0001 hours. CHICAGO RIVER LOCK CLOSURE & CONSTRUCTION


Illinois Constructors Corporation will start the construction of the bulkhead slots & sills at the Chicago Harbor Lock around February 12, 1996.  During this phase of the construction, which lasts until March 31, 1996, the contractor will be scheduling lock closure lasting up to fourteen (14) calendar days.  Notification of specific closure periods will be by subsequent navigation notice with approximately seven (7) days advance notice.  The latest closure information will be provided via a recorded message on the new Chicago Harbor Lock Construction Information Line (312) 353-6400 ext 5100.  [01/96]





GREAT LAKES WINTER NAVIGATION ZONES


The Canadian Coast Guard in consultation with the United States Coast Guard, determining the presence of ice to be dangerous to shipping, has activated winter navigation zones one (1) through eight (8).  Zone nine (9) and ten (10) remain inactive.  Information may be obtained by contacting Ice Sarnia or the appropriate United States Coast Guard Group Commander.  Winter navigation zones are defined as follows:  Zone 1:  The waters of Lake Erie, east of a line from Point Pelee to Huron, Ohio.  Zone 2:  The waters of western Lake Erie, Lake St. Clair, St. Clair River, and southern Lake Huron from the western limit of zone


1 to a line e from Kettle Point to Lexington, Michigan.  Zone 3:  The waters of Lake Huron, Saginaw Bay and Georgian Bay from the northern limit of zone 2 to a line from Rogers City, Michigan to the southeastern tip of Manitou Island.  Zone 4:  The waters of northern Lake Huron, Straits of Mackinac, and northern Lake Michigan bounded on the eastern side by the northern limit of zone 3; bounded on the north by Detour Passage, bounded on the west by a line from Seul Choix Point to Leland, Michigan.  Zone 5:  The waters of the St. Marys River and Whitefish Bay from Detour Passage to a line from Crisp Point to Coppermine Point.  Zone 6:  The waters of eastern Lake Superior from the norther limit of zone 5 to a line from Manitou Island to Edward Island.  Zone 7:  The waters of western Lake Superior west of a line from Manitou Island to Edward Island.  Zone 8:  The waters of northern Lake Michigan and Green Bay bounded on the east by the western limit of area 4 on the south by a line from Pentwater, Michigan to Sheboyagan, Wisconsin.  Zone 9:  The waters of southern Lake Michigan to the southern limit of area 8.  Zone 10:  The waters of Lake Ontario.  [01/96]

As projects develop, advisements will be made.  If restrictions are necessary they will be authorized by the Coast Guard only after it has been established that the requested closure period will minimally impact navigation.  In addition, bridge closures during special events will be listed once a closure is authorized.  The listed closure period may be well in advance of the actural closure date, therefore, it is suggested that you list these closures in the vessel's log or on a calendar.  [01/96]

The New York Power Authority has purposely sunk the Barge "Buckthorn" in position 43-04..5N, 079-00.3W.  The Barge is located between two breakwaters, west of the North Grand Island Bridge.  Approximately 10 feet of freeboard remains visible.  The Barge will remain in place until removed in the

The New York Power Authority has completed the ice boom installation.  The ice boom stretches from the vicinity of the Old Buffalo Harbor West Breakwater Light (LLNR 2675) to near the Buffalo Harbor Old Breakwater North End Light (2715), then in a WNW direction to near the Canadian Shore South of Erie Beach.  This area is marked as a cable area on chart 14832.  All mariners are advised to exercise caution when transiting the area.  [01/96]





LAKE ERIE OH, Cleveland Harbor - Condition of Channel - Chart 14839


Condition surveys performed within the Federal navigational channel at Cleveland Harbor, Ohio during the month of October 1995 indicate shoaling. DETROIT RIVER


In accordance with the provisions of the United States 33 CFR 162.134 (D) governing the connecting waters from Lake Huron to Lake Erie and the Canadian St. Clair and Detroit River navigation safety regulations paragraph 20 (1) and (2) effective January 01, 1996 at 1300 UCT both upbound and downbound traffic will be permitted in the Livingston Channel subject to the  following conditions:  A.  Vessel shall not meet or pass in the Livingstone Channel between Livingstone Channel Upper Entrance Light (LLNR 7195) and Bar Point Pier Light )LLNR 6995).  B.  Upbound vessels shall report to CGCTC Sarnia on VHF-FM channel12, one hour prior to entering the normal one way portion of the Livingston Channel, and again upon exiting that portion of the channel.  C.  Downbound vessels shall include in their normal reports CGCTC Sarnia at the Belle Isle Light check in point an ETA to entering the Livingston Channel and shall report again upon exiting.  D.  Downbound vessels reporting at the Belle Isle Light check in point in advance of the Livingston Channel will normally have the right of way over upbound vessels which have not reported at the Detroit River Light (LLNR 6885).  However, ice and weather conditions may dictate that upbound vessels be allowed to clear Livingston Channel prior to downbound transits.  CGCTC Sarnia will prioritize traffic as necessary to resolve conflicts between upbound and downbound traffic.  The Amherstburg Channel remains open to navigation but mariners are advised that aids to navigation remain in a non-maintained status.  [01/96]





DETROIT RIVER - CHART 14848


Divers will be conducting underwater oil spill removal operations adjacent to the Great Lakes Tug Facility.  This area will be approximately  75 yards off shore in position 42-17N, 083-06W, between the hours of 0930 (LCL) until sunset each day.  Operations will end when clean up is complete. DETROIT RIVER - CHART 14848


The U. S. Coast Guard Captain of the Port, Regional Director, Canadian Coast Guard Central and Arctic Region concurrently request all vessels who wish to transit the St. Clair River and Lake St. Clair between Lake Huron Cut and Belle Isle to contact VTC Sarnia for transit instructions, due to the unusual early season ice congestion.  U. S. and Canadian Coast Guard ice breaking efforts are working to relieve the congested situation.  Ice Breakers may periodically contact vessels awaiting transit to coordinate escorts to sequence transits and/or to determine vessel capabilities.  The Emergency Vessel Traffic Services System, which incorporates mandatory vessel measures may be invoke if necessary.  [01.96]

The Commander Ninth Coast Guard District made a temporary amendment to the speed limits for the St. Marys River per 33 CFR 162.117.  The speed limit in the St. Marys River is being reduced by two (2) statute miles per hour in the area between Munuscong Channel Junction lighted ice buoy (LLNR 13030) and Lake Nicolet Light 80 (LLNR 13465) in the upbound channel, and between Lake Nicolet Light 80 (LLNR 13465) and West Neebish Channel Light 9 (LLNR 13715)  downbound.  The speed limit are as follows:  Upbound - Munuscong Channel lighted ice buoy (LLNR 13065) to Everens Point - 10 m.p.h..  Everens Pointto Reed Point - 7 m.p.h..  Reed Point to Middle Neebish Light 62 (LLNR 13375) - 8 m.p.h..  Middle Neebish Light 62 (LLNR 13375) to Lake Nicolet Light 80 (LLNR13465) - 10 m.p.h..  Downbound - Lake Nicolet Light 80 (LLNR 13465) to West Neebish Channel Light 9 (LLNR 13715) - 8 m.p.h..  All other speed limits remain unchanged.  [01/96]

CHICAGO HARBOR LOCK CLOSURE


The Chicago Harbor Lock will be closed to all navigation during parts of 1996 for phase I of the lock repairs - the construction of the bulkhead slots to complete a dewatering system for future repairs.  In addition a sixty (60) feet vessel width restriction will be in effect throughout the entire 1996 calendar year 


construction period to permit the use of temporary cofferdams near the gates along one of the lock walls.  For most lockage in 1996 only one 40 feet wide gate of each set of gates will be open for vessels to enter and exit the lock.  Vessels wider than 30 feet must call the CHICAGO HARBOR LOCK initially on marine 


radio channel 16 (156.8 Mhz) for lockage instructions for the opening of both gates.  2.  During the lock's winter periods from January 2, 1996 through March 31, 1996 and November 16, 1996 through December 31, 1996 the lock will be subject to complete closure lasting up to two (2) weeks.  Each 2-week closure 


will be followed by a 72-hour period in which the lock will be open to navigation.  Notification of specific closure periods will be  by subsequent navigation notice with approximately a seven (7) day advance notice.  3.  During the lock's entire summer from April 1, 1996 through November 15, 1996 the lock is scheduled for complete closure to navigation without further notice to user's between 12:01 a.m. to 10:00 a.m. Monday through Friday except major holidays.  Unless there are unusual occurrence, for which there will be a separate closure notice, the lock will be routinely open (with the 60 feet width restriction) from 


10:00 a.m. to midnight Monday through Friday and 24 hours on Saturday, Sunday and Holidays during the recreational boating/tourist season.  Inquiries should be directed to U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Chicago District M-F 09:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m., phone (312) 353-6400 ext 4010.  [01/96]
