WASHINGTON - PUGET SOUND - Puget Sound Vessel Traffic Service -

Beginning 13 March and continuing through 15 March 1996 six current meter buoys will be deployed in Elliott Bay.  These buoys will be placed in the following positions:

These moorings will be in place for 90 days and will be relocated after each 30 day period.  Relocations will be announced prior to moving the moorings.  The buoys will display a quick flashing yellow light.  


In addition to the six buoys being deployed a subsurface current meter will be deployed in approximate position, 47²37'28.2"N 122²22'19.0"W.  The meter will be approximately 25 meters (81 feet) below the surface.  Fishing vessels are urged to stay clear of this area while fishing operations are in progress.

WASHINGTON - MARYSVILLE WASHINGTON - EBEY SLOUGH - Drawbridge Operation Regulations - Notice of Proposed Rulemaking -


The Coast Guard proposes to temporarily amend the regulations governing the operation of the State Route 529 drawbridge across Ebey Slough, mile 1.6, at Marysville, Washington.  The proposed temporary regulations would permit the drawspan to remain closed for several months so that the mechanical and electrical systems of the bridge can be overhauled.  The proposed closed period is 01 February 1997 to 01 June 1997.
