I.  SPECIAL NOTICE  





WASHINGTON - ROBINSON POINT DIFFERENTIAL GLOBAL POSITIONING SYSTEM (DGPS)- Scheduled Off Air for Maintenance -


The Robinson Point DGPS is scheduled to be off air from 0800 local 15 July 1996 through 1600 local 26 July 1996.  Users in the Puget Sound area can use DGPS sites Whidbey Island, WA on frequency 302 khz, 200 bps and Fort Stevens, OR on frequency 287 khz, 100 bps.





WASHINGTON - PUGET SOUND - Geoduck Harvesting -


Geoduck harvesting will commence 01 May 1996 from the entrance of Port Ludlow at Tala Point south to Point Hannon, just north of the Hood Canal Bridge.  This operation will take place daily from 0900 local till 1600 local Monday thru Friday, excluding state holidays.  This operation terminates on 31 July 1996.  A Department of Natural Resources patrol boat will be on site daily.  If you have any questions or concerns, the crew can be reached on VHF-FM 8.  The five harvest vessels will be flying a code ALPHA and the red and white sport dive flag.  Vessels transiting the area are requested to stay at least 300 feet clear of the vessels for the diver's safety.





WASHINGTON - COLUMBIA RIVER - MARKED HAZARD TO NAVIGATION - Update -


A partially submerged barge at river mile 208.1 on the Washington side of the river has been marked with a light showing a quick flashing yellow light on the north end of the barge, the south end is marked with a white wind sock.  The barge is in approximate position 45²45.5'N 120²50.1'W.  Mariners are urged to transit the area with caution.

WASHINGTON - COLUMBIA RIVER - RIVER MILE 342 - Hazard to Navigation -


The Port of Benton pier extending approximately 100 feet from the shore into the river, is submerged approximately 3 feet.  There are two obstruction buoys marking the end of the pier.  Mariners are urged to exercise caution when transiting the area.

(Temp) indicates that the chart correction action is temporary in nature.  Courses and bearings are given in degrees clockwise from 000 true.  Bearings of light sectors are toward the light from seaward.  The nominal range of lights is expressed in nautical miles.

OREGON - COLUMBIA RIVER - Dredging Operations -


Dredging operations have commenced at river mile 106 in the Columbia River and continue 316 yards up river on the Oregon half of the river.  These operations will continue until 30 June 1996.  Mariners are requested to transit the area with caution.

OREGON - WASHINGTON - COLUMBIA RIVER ENTRANCE - Dredging Operations -


Dredging operations have commenced at the mouth of the Columbia River.  These operations will continue until 31 July 1996, then dredging operations are scheduled to resume 01 September and continue until 30 September 1996. The hopper dredge NEWPORT will monitor VHF-FM Channels 13 and 16.  Mariners are requested to transit the area with caution.

WASHINGTON - GRAYS HARBOR - Dredging Operations -


Dredging operations have commenced in the South, Cross Over, North and Hoquiam Channels, Cow Point Reaches and Elliot Slough Turning Basin.  These operations will be seven days a week, twenty-four hours per day and will continue until 20 August 1996.  The Dredge #53 will be moored with spuds and proper day shapes and lights will be displayed.  The Dredge #53 and tugboat AMERICAN QUEST will monitor VHF-FM Channels 13 & 16, and will operate on Channel 7.  The disposal will be at the South Jetty disposal area.

WASHINGTON - SNAKE RIVER - Two Mooring Buoys Deployed -


Two mooring buoys have been temporarily established upstream of Lower Granite Lock and Dam.  One is on the south side of the river approximately 150 yards from the south shore in approximate position 46²39'08.4"N 117²24'29.5"W.  The other is approximately 150 yards off the north shore in approximate position 46²39'25.9"N 117²24'24.4"W.  These mooring buoys will remain until midsummer.

WASHINGTON - GRAYS HARBOR - CHEHALIS RIVER - Bridge Information -


Demolition of the piers of the former Union Pacific bridge across the Chehalis River will commence in July.  A test shot will take place at 0715 local on 14 July 1996, at Pier 1 (landward pier on north side).  Mariners should avoid this area during blasting.  Further information of the demolition schedule will appear in later issues of this publication.

WASHINGTON - PUGET SOUND - ELLIOTT BAY - DUWAMISH WATERWAY - Bridge Information -


The navigation channel at the new First Avenue South Drawbridge, mile 2.5, will be obstructed from 0600 to 1800 local on 24 and 25 July 1996.  Large floating equipment may be in the channel during these hours for construction.  A five day closure is anticipated on 24 August at 0600 local, ending 29 August at 1800 local.  This scheduled operation would close the waterway for 24 hours a day while the main span is being set.  Periodic closures of the old adjacent drawspan for its rehabilitation will occur after completion of the new drawspan.

WASHINGTON - LAKE WASHINGTON - Bridge Information -


The drawspan of the State Route 520 Evergreen Point Floating Bridge will be closed to vessels at various times from 24 May to 01 August 1996.  On at least four weekends in this period from 2100 local on Friday to 0500 local on Monday the retractable span will be unable to open for the passage of vessels while maintenance is in progress.  In addition to those weekends, eleven weekday evenings will be authorized for temporary closure from 2100 local to 0500 local.  Mariners should refer to this publication for updates as work advances or call Washington State D.O.T. at (206)822-4163.
