HURRICANE SEASON



The hurricane season extends from June through November.  Hurricanes can cause excessive damage to vessels and loss of life.  To minimize these dangers, the following precautions should be taken by all mariners before getting underway during the hurricane season:



(a) Instruction of crew and passengers in location of emergency equipment and emergency procedures;

(b) Presailing check of vessel, machinery, and equipment for seaworthiness;

(c) Installation of strong ground tackle;

(d) Review of storm center evasion procedures;

(e) Knowledge of nearest hurricane shelter or port; and

(f) Constant radio watch on channel 16 VHF-FM and frequent monitoring of weather broadcasts.



HURRICANE INFORMATION



The civilian hurricane warning service for the North Atlantic is provided by the National Hurricane Center, Miami, Florida.  The center collates ship, aircraft, radar, and satellite data to produce and issue tropical cyclone warnings and forecasts for the North Atlantic Ocean, including the Caribbean Sea and the Gulf of Mexico.  A Tropical Cyclone Advisory message is issued every six hours, with intermediate bulletins provided as needed.



For tropical storms and hurricanes threatening to cross the coast of the U.S., coastal warnings are issued to the public so that precautionary actions, including evacuation, can be initiated to minimize damage and loss of life.  Two levels of warnings are employed:



(a) HURRICANE WATCH - a preliminary alert that a hurricane MAY threaten a specified portion of the coast.  It is issued 36 hours before landfall may occur; and



(b) HURRICANE WARNING - which indicated that hurricane conditions are EXPECTED along a specified portion of the coast.  It is issued 24 hours before landfall.  To provide additional information for maritime interests, a Marine Advisory is also issued which provides storm position forecasts for up to 72 hours in advance of a storm, and probabilities of hurricane strikes for coastal locations and offshore coordinates.



Mariners are reminded that aids to navigation, particularly lighted and unlighted buoys, may be moved from charted position, damaged, destroyed, extinguished or otherwise deemed discrepant as a result of hurricanes and storms.  Mariners should not rely completely upon the position or operation of an aid to navigation, but should also employ such other methods of determining position as may be available.



Mariners are further reminded that during the hurricane season drawbridges along the coast may deviate from normal operating procedures.  Drawbridges are authorized to remain closed upon approach of gale force winds of 34 knots or greater.  Others may be authorized to extend closed periods prior to gale force winds to facilitate evacuation of land traffic or close operations up to 8 hours before expected arrival of gale force winds.  The uncertainty of hurricane movements and bridge closures, mariners are urged to seek passage through drawbridges well in advance of the arrival of gale force winds.

FLORIDA-SEACOAST-PORT EVERGLADES-OFF DANIA BEACH:   Simulated Minefield Operations.



The U.S. Navy advises that a simulated minefield has been established within an area bounded by 26²02'30.0"N 080²03'00.0"W, 26²04'30.0"N 080²05'00.0"W, 26²02'30.0"N 080²05'00.0"W, and 26²04'30.0"N 080²03'00.0".  Objects will be placed in the water.  This operation will continue until July 15, 1996.

FLORIDA-SEACOAST-DANIA BEACH AND HOLLYWOOD BEACH:   Naval Operations.



The U.S. Navy advises that the research vessel M/V SEACON will be conducting intermittent oceanographic research operations with an autonomous unmanned submersible off the coast of Dania Beach and Hollywood Beach from January, through June 15, 1996.  Navy small craft will be patrolling the area during the operation.  Shipping is requested to exercise caution in the area and avoid close contact with M/V SEACON which may also operate the unmanned submersible under submerged tow during some operations.  Most operations will be bounded by the following coordinates:  26²05'00.0"N 080²05'00.0"W, 25²58'00.0"N 080²05'00.0"W, 26²05'00.0"N 080²02'00.0"W, and 25²58'00.0"N 080²02'00.0"W.

STRAITS OF FLORIDA-CUBA:   Advisory.



In view of the recent U.S. and Cuban maritime surveillance activities near the territorial seas of the Republic of Cuba, the Government of the United States is seeking to ensure that U.S. registered vessels do not conduct commercial fishing activities in the Cuban Exclusive Economic Zone (EEZ).  The Governments of the U.S. and the Republic of Cuba signed an agreement at Washington on December 16, 1977, which has been applied continuously since January 1, 1978.  This agreement establishes a maritime boundary between the U.S. and Cuban EEZ off the north coast of Cuba.  This maritime boundary line is essentially an equidistant line starting west of Cay Sal Bank and proceeding west and then northwest in the Straits of Florida.  Consistent with the agreement, the U.S. exercises sovereign rights and jurisdiction with respect to all fishing activity north of the boundary line and Cuba exercises sovereign rights and jurisdiction with respect to all fishing activity south of the boundary line.  The specific points of the boundary line are:

The Lacey Act makes it unlawful for any person to import, export, transport, sell, receive, acquire, or purchase any fish or wildlife or plant taken, possessed, transported or sold in violation of any law, treaty or regulation of the U.S.; in violation of any law or regulation of any state; or in violation of any foreign law.  U.S. fishing activities in the Cuban EEZ are almost certain to be in violation of Cuban law making the vessels subject to seizure or forfeiture under Cuban law or U.S. domestic law.

FLORIDA-INTRACOASTAL WATERWAY-TOLOMATO RIVER-PALM SHORES-MATANZAS INLET:   Waterways Analysis and Management System Study.

Special Anchorage Areas; Ashley River, Charleston, SC



The following information is an excerpt of Federal Register, Vol. 61, No. 79, Tuesday, April 23, 1996, Pages 17861 - 17863.



Agency:  Coast Guard, DOT.  Action:  Notice of proposed rulemaking.



Summary:  The Coast Guard is proposing to establish two new anchorage areas in the Ashley River, Charleston, South Carolina to replace an existing anchorage.  Due to pending construction of two 1000 ft piers at the George M. Lockwood Municipal Marina, in Charleston, the current anchorage will not be available for anchoring recreational vessels.  The Municipal Marina has received a construction permit to build the piers from the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.  The new anchorages will be necessary to replace the one described in 33 CFR 110.72d.  The proposed anchorages are across the Ashley River from the current anchorage and though not designated as Federal anchorages, they are already widely used by recreational vessels as overflow from the current anchorages.

The anchored underwater cable proceeds to the Southeast and reaches 25²43.8'N 080²03.8'W, at a depth of 410 feet, with a subsurface metal float at 250 feet depth at that position.



The underwater cable transfers vital current data needed to protect offshore reef areas and the help of the boating community is appreciated.

This installation will be in place for at least one year.
