HURRICANE SEASON





The hurricane season extends from June through November.  Hurricanes can cause excessive damage to vessels and loss of life.  To minimize these dangers, the following precautions should be taken by all mariners before getting underway during the hurricane season:





(a) Instruction of crew and passengers in location of emergency equipment and emergency procedures;


(b) Presailing check of vessel, machinery, and equipment for seaworthiness;


(c) Installation of strong ground tackle;


(d) Review of storm center evasion procedures;


(e) Knowledge of nearest hurricane shelter or port; and


(f) Constant radio watch on channel 16 VHF-FM and frequent monitoring of weather broadcasts.





HURRICANE INFORMATION





The civilian hurricane warning service for the North Atlantic is provided by the National Hurricane Center, Miami, Florida.  The center collates ship, aircraft, radar, and satellite data to produce and issue tropical cyclone warnings and forecasts for the North Atlantic Ocean, including the Caribbean Sea and the Gulf of Mexico.  A Tropical Cyclone Advisory message is issued every six hours, with intermediate bulletins provided as needed.





For tropical storms and hurricanes threatening to cross the coast of the U.S., coastal warnings are issued to the public so that precautionary actions, including evacuation, can be initiated to minimize damage and loss of life.  Two levels of warnings are employed:





(a) HURRICANE WATCH - a preliminary alert that a hurricane MAY threaten a specified portion of the coast.  It is issued 36 hours before landfall may occur; and





(b) HURRICANE WARNING - which indicated that hurricane conditions are EXPECTED along a specified portion of the coast.  It is issued 24 hours before landfall.  To provide additional information for maritime interests, a Marine Advisory is also issued which provides storm position forecasts for up to 72 hours in advance of a storm, and probabilities of hurricane strikes for coastal locations and offshore coordinates.





Mariners are reminded that aids to navigation, particularly lighted and unlighted buoys, may be moved from charted position, damaged, destroyed, extinguished or otherwise deemed discrepant as a result of hurricanes and storms.  Mariners should not rely solely upon the position or operation of an aid to navigation, but should also employ such other methods of determining position as may be available.





Mariners are further reminded that during the hurricane season drawbridges along the coast may deviate from normal operating procedures.  Drawbridges are authorized to remain closed upon approach of gale force winds of 34 knots or greater.  Others may be authorized to extend closed periods prior to gale force winds to facilitate evacuation of land traffic or close operations up to 8 hours before expected arrival of gale force winds.  Due to the uncertainty of hurricane movements and bridge closures, mariners are urged to seek passage through drawbridges well in advance of the arrival of gale force winds.

The U.S. Navy has established a simulated mine filed composed of approximately 38 moored and bottom inert units which will remain in the water for approximately two years.  Minimum case depth of the moored units is 600 feet below the surface. FLORIDA-DRAWBRIDGES:   VHF-FM Channel Change.





Drawbridges in Florida have been encouraged by the Federal Communication Commission to use VHF-FM channel 9 for communications with vessels instead of VHF-FM channel 13.  This is helping to reduce the unsafe congestion of VHF-FM channel 13 which is intended for vessel to vessel passing information.  When using VHF-FM channel 9, all vessel operators and bridgetenders are encouraged to switch to low power for hailing or discussing bridge opening information.  This will help minimize confusion for boaters especially on waterways with a large number of drawbridges located near each other.

Severe shoaling exists in the Intracoastal Waterway at Bakers Haulover between Biscayne Bay Daybeacon 6A (LLNR 43075) and - Light 9 (LLNR 43095).  Controlling depth for this area is approximately seven feet.  Water depth outside the marked channel is three feet or less.





Biscayne Bay Daybeacon 8 (LLNR 43090) has been temporarily replaced with Buoy 8 in position 25²53'25.9N 080²08'00.1W, due to severe shoaling.  Mariners are advised the shoaling exists approximately 30 feet channelward from Biscayne Bay Temporary Buoy 6B.





Mariners are urged to use extreme caution when transiting this area.

The U.S. National Park Service advises in accordance with regulations and the delegated authority provided in Title 36, Code of Federal Regulations, Chapter 1, Parts 1 through 7, authorized by Title 16, United States Code, Section 3, the following regulatory provision is established for the proper management, protection, government and public use of the portion of Biscayne National Park under the jurisdiction of the National Park Service.  These discretionary regulations are in addition to the other regulations published in Title 36, CRF, Chapter 1, Part 2 through 7.

�1.5 Rafting Limitation





No more than five (5) vessels may tie together or raft along side of one another at any time in the depicted area (See Enclosure 1) from 6 a.m. Friday, October 11, 1996, until Tuesday, October 15, 1996 at 00:01 a.m.  Rafting is described as the mooring procedure for two or more vessels, tied up side-by-side at a dock or on an anchor.  Owner/operator(s) of vessels that participate in a raft that exceeds five vessels, including the operators of the original allowable five vessels, will be in violation of this regulation for exceeding the limit.  Utility vessels and tenders greater than fourteen (14) feet in length will be counted as vessels in determining rafting sizes.  There must be a distance of seventy-five (75) feet between a vessel, or rafts of vessels anchoring in the park.


This regulations will disperse the fleet and relieve congestion if an anchorage does occur.  This also will enable enforcement and emergency vessels to safely transit the area with sufficient room for maneuvering and will also facilitate emergency medical personnel access to victims of injury or illness.  Rafting limitations will also reduce the risk of a fire spreading from one vessel to another as quickly as it would in a raft of vessels of greater size.  It will also reduce the size of groups that enforcement units would deal with in attempts to maintain order and decorum.





�1.5 Personal Watercraft Usage





It will be unlawful for anyone to operate a personal watercraft in the depicted area (See Enclosure 1) from 6 a.m. Friday, October 11, 1996, until Tuesday, October 15, 1996 at 00:01 a.m.  A personal watercraft is described as any vessel powered by an outboard motor, water-jet or an enclosed propeller or impeller system, where persons ride standing, sitting or kneeling primarily on or behind the vessel, as opposed to standing or sitting inside; these crafts are sometimes referred to by, but not limited to, such terms as "wave runners," "jet skis," or "Sea-doos."


Historically the handling and maneuvering characteristics of these vessels in close proximity to other vessels in a confined area or anchorage heighten safety concerns.  In these conditions, enforcement of wake restrictions, prohibited vessel operations, and safety equipment violations in congested areas is impossible or impractical.  This is due in large part to safety constraints imposed upon enforcement officers attempting to contact violators, either in jeopardizing their safety, or the safety of innocent bystanders in an attempt to contact a violator and gain compliance.





�1.5 Closed Anchorage Area





A "No Anchoring" area will be into effect on Saturday, October 12, 1996, from sunrise to sunset in a rectangular area approximately 2 nautical miles by 3.3 nautical miles wide, encompassing both the East and West Featherbed Cuts as outline in enclosure 2.


This closure will decrease the potential for damage to the sea grasses and the bay bottom caused by anchored vessels in this area.  Closure will also decrease conjestion in the area that has caused vessels to run aground in the past.

1996 COLUMBUS DAY WEEKEND





The operation of personal watercraft and the "rafting" of six (6) or more vessels is prohibited during the Columbus Day weekend within the designated area of Biscayne National Park.





Restrictions apply to the area contained with the following boundaries:





Marker #2, Elliott Key Harbor (25²27.18N/080²11.80W) West to the Intracoastal Waterway (ICW) (25²27.18N/080²14.90W), north along the ICW to Marker #4 on the north side of Featherbed Bank (25²31.30N/080²14.30W), east to the west shore of Boca Chita key (25²31.30N/080²10.60W), south along the west shoreline of Boca Chita Key, Lewis Cut, Sands Key, Sands Cut, to Marker #2 at Elliott Key Harbor.
