RIGHT WHALES WARNING

From December to March the coastal waters between Altamaha Sound, Georgia, and Sebastian Inlet, Florida, are the only calving grounds for the endangered North Atlantic Right Whale.  Right Whales are the rarest whales in the world and are protected under law from disturbance or injury by the Endangered Species Act of 1973 and the Marine Mammal Protection Act of 1972.  Right Whales, especially females and their calves, frequently lie at the surface.  This behavior makes them vulnerable to collisions with ships, which are a significant source of mortality.

Vessels operating within 15 miles of shore between 31²15’N and 30²15’N and within five miles of shore from 30²15’N and 28²N should take precautions to avoid collisions with Right Whales.  Mariners should maintain a distance of 500 meters from any whales sighted.  If a Right Whale is sighted, record the position, note direction of the whale’s travel and record the time.  Whale sightings should be reported to Coast Guard Group Mayport via VHF-FM radio or by calling the Georgia Department of Natural Resources at 1-800-272-8363.

DGPS USER SAFETY ADVISORY

The Coast Guard Navigation Information Service (NIS) recently received reports of DGPS receivers apparently ignoring the broadcast alarm which should signal the immediate discontinuation of a particular satellite correction.  In accordance with international and industry standards [RTCM SC104], the USCG DGPS broadcast sets a satellite correction to the defined “DO-NOT-USE” value of 10485.76 meters if broadcast integrity checks indicate there is a problem with that satellite’s correction.  Reports indicate some user equipment does not properly recognize this “DO-NOT-USE” correction flag and instead erroneously processes it as a correction.  This can result in position errors as large as 15,000 meters while the receiver is in DGPS mode.  Users should contact the manufacturer of their equipment immediately to determine if they require a receiver upgrade.

FLORIDA-SEACOAST-FOWEY ROCKS TO ALLIGATOR REEF-BISCAYNE NATIONAL PARK:   Park Closure.



The National Park Service advises that Biscayne National Park has temporarily closed the area surrounding the site of the November 6th grounding of the Motor Tanker IGLOO MOON.  The closure was enacted for three reasons:

to limit additional impact to the scene by recreational boaters, divers, and commercial fishing operations.

to document the types of surveys to be done in order to estimate damage.

to limit any additional damage to the area so that natural recovery can occur.



The closed area, which is roughly triangular in shape, is bounded on the southwest by an imaginary line connecting Fowey Rocks Light (LLNR 630) (25²35.45’N 080²05.80’W) to old Cape Florida Light (25²39.58’N 080²09.22’W) and on the north and east by the Biscayne National Park boundary.  The area is closed to the following activities:

scuba diving, snorkeling, swimming, floating and any activity that involves having people or equipment on, in or under the water.  Hook and line drift fishing IS permitted.

anchoring any vessel at any time, except in cases of emergency.

use of any underwater viewing device including, but not limited to, face masks, glass bottom boats, glass bottom buckets, or cameras.



This closure is in effect until December 21, 1996, but may be amended as necessary.  Any parties wishing to conduct any activity in this area are required to contact the park superintendent at 230-1144, extension 3005.

FLORIDA-DRAWBRIDGES:   VHF-FM Channel Change.

Drawbridges in Florida have been encouraged by the Federal Communication Commission to use VHF-FM channel 9 for communications with vessels instead of VHF-FM channel 13.  This is an attempt to reduce the congestion of VHF-FM channel 13 which is intended for vessel to vessel passing information.  When using VHF-FM channel 9, all vessel operators and bridgetenders are encouraged to switch to low power for hailing or discussing bridge opening information; this will help minimize confusion for boaters especially on waterways with a large number of drawbridges located in close proximity.
