Bascule Span Bridge across the Industrial Seaway Canal, Mile 11.3 at Handsboro, Harrison County, Mississippi.  The draw presently opens on signal; 


except that, the draw need not be opened from 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 a.m., from noon to 1:00 p.m. and from 5:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m., Monday through Friday, 


except holidays.  The proposed regulation would permit the draw to remain closed to navigation from 6:30 a.m. to 8:30 a.m. and from 4:30 p.m. to


6:00 p.m. Monday through Friday, except Federal holidays.


This action is expected to relieve the growing congestion of vehicular traffic which occurs on the bridge during peak rush hour periods, while still providing 


for the reasonable needs of navigation.  Although the proposed change would extend the morning closure by one hour and the afternoon closure by one-


half hour, the 12 noon to 1:00 p.m. closure period that occurs under present operating regulations would be eliminated.  Vertical clearance of the Lorraine-


Cowan Road Bridge across the Industrial Seaway Canal in the closed to navigation position is 29 feet above mean high water and 31 feet above mean 


low water.


Interested parties who wish to comment are requested to express their views in writing for support or opposition.  Comments in opposition to the proposal 


must specify how the proposal would create a hardship on the objector’s method of operation.  All comments will be fully evaluated before a final decision 


is made on this proposed change.  Comments should be submitted to the Eighth Coast Guard District, Bridge Administration Branch, at the address given 


on the cover page of this publication.
