I.  SPECIAL NOTICE  





USA - DIFFERENTIAL GLOBAL POSITIONING SYSTEM (DGPS) - Service Operational -


The Secretary of Transportation and the Commandant of the United States Coast Guard have declared the Coast Guard's DGPS service operational for navigation and positioning.  During this initial operational capability phase, problems that were identified during the pre-operational phase will be resolved, system validation will be conducted, and equipment/software upgrades will be pursued.  Users are cautioned to use all available navigational tools to ensure proper evaluation of position solutions. WASHINGTON - PUGET SOUND - Puget Sound Vessel Traffic Service -


The Puget Sound Vessel Traffic Service (PSVTS) is currently conducting tests of their new traffic center.  These tests are periodic in nature and will continue until further notice.  No impact to traffic services is anticipated.  Mariners may be requested by "Seattle Traffic" to alter working frequencies on a periodic basis. WASHINGTON - DRAWBRIDGE OPERATION REGULATIONS - CHEHALIS RIVER - Notice of Proposed Rulemaking -


At the request of the Washington Department of Transportation, the Coast Guard is considering an amendment to the regulations governing the operation of the Union Pacific railroad drawbridge and the U.S. Route 101 bridge over the Chehalis River at Aberdeen Washington.  The proposed rule would remove the portion of the existing regulations pertaining to the Union Pacific railroad drawbridge because that bridge is no longer in operation and will be removed.  The proposed rule would also require one hour notice at all times for opening the drawspan of the U.S. Route 101 bridge for the passage of vessels.  Finally, the proposed rule would change the special sound signal for requesting openings of the U.S. Route 101 bridge to the standard signal of one prolonged blast followed by one short blast.

WASHINGTON - SEATTLE - ELLIOTT BAY - SPECIAL LOCAL REGULATIONS; ANNUAL NATIONAL MARITIME WEEK TUGBOAT RACES - Notice of Proposed Rulemaking -


The Coast Guard is proposing to adopt permanent special local regulations for the annual National Maritime Week Tugboat Races in Seattle, Washington.  This event is held each year on the third Saturday in May on the waters of Elliott Bay.  In the past, the Coast Guard has established a safety zone each year to protect the safety of life on the navigable waters during this event.  However, because the event recurs annually, the Coast Guard is proposing to adopt a permanent description of the event and permanent regulations in the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) to better inform the boating public.

USA - NEW TANK VESSEL RESPONSE PLAN REGULATIONS - Final Rule -


The Coast Guard has published a final rule that modifies existing requirements for owners and operators of tank vessels to develop and submit plans for responding to worst case discharges of oil, or threats of such discharges.  On 05 February 1993, the U.S. Coast Guard issued an interim final rule (IFR) for Tank Vessel Response Plans.  As mandated by the Oil Pollution Act of 1990, the IFR established requirements for owners and operators of tank vessels to develop and submit plans for responding to actual or threatened worst case discharges of oil, a discharge of the vessel's entire cargo in adverse weather conditions.  Requirements also included response plans for average most probable discharges and maximum most probable discharges, and the designation of a qualified individual to direct contracted response resources.  The IFR established requirements for all tank vessels carrying oil as cargo in bulk, except offshore supply vessels and fishing vessels of less than 750 gross tons.  


In accordance with the federal government's Edible Oil Regulatory Reform Act, the final rule establishes separate sections for requirements associated with petroleum and non-petroleum oils.  Specific response plan requirements for petroleum and more flexible requirements for non-petroleum oils essentially remains intact; however, they are addressed in separate sections to facilitate any requirement for future modifications justified by additional experience and research with different types of oil.

WEST COAST - GENERAL AGREEMENT -


Because of mutual interference between West Coast crab fishermen and tow boats with tows, a "gentleman's agreement" was reached in 1971 to provide towing lanes for tow boats along a major portion of the West Coast.  The annual review of the tow boat lanes has been completed and some significant changes have been made.  Enclosed is a list of latitude & longitude coordinates in LORAN-C (9940) from Willapa, WA to Garibaldi, OR.


The general agreement is that crab fisherman will not put crab pots in the designated lanes.  If they choose to do so, they forfeit the right to complain if tugs and tows destroy the pots.  The tow boaters agree to stay within the designated lanes, or well outside the fishing area, as long as weather and ship safety allow.


Over the years, the agreement has saved millions of dollars for both fishing and towing industries.  Regulatory authorities recognize the existence of the voluntary agreement; they have publicly stated they see no reason to involve themselves as long as the two industries, fishing and towing, are working to solve their own problems.

Charts 18520 & 18521 can be updated by simply drawing a line on the 1994 edition from the position for point 17 to the position for point 6.  Then move points 22 & 23 westward two miles.  Point 21 is eliminated and two new points 21N & 22S are created.  This changes the old triangle into a quadrangle, giving more maneuvering room closer to the CR buoy and more fishing area further west.  (See Enclosure 6)
