OREGON - WASHINGTON - IDAHO - MONTANA - LORAN-C OPERATIONS - LORAN STATION GEORGE RATE (5990-Y/9940-W) -


Proposed Off Air-


This is a proposal to authorize Loran Station George rate (5590-Y and 9940-W) off air time from 0900 local until 1100 local 26 February 1997.  Objections will be considered until 1500 local 20 February 1997.  Users shall address inquiries to the U.S. West Coast Coordinator of Chain Operations at (707)765-7590. WASHINGTON - PORT TOWNSEND CANAL - WATERWAY ANALYSIS - Results -


As a result of a waterway analysis conducted in December of 1996 numerous complaints have been reported of vessels exceeding the speed limit set forth in the 33 CFR 162.235.  For a reminder to all boaters that use this waterway, the location and speed set forth as per the 33CFR 162.235 is as follows:


“Waterway connecting Port Townsend and Oak Bay; use, administration, and navigation - (1) Works to which regulations apply.  The ‘canal grounds’ when used in this paragraph shall mean the area between the south end of the jetties in Oak Bay and the northerly end of the dredge channel approximately 400 yards northwest of Port Townsend Canal Light.  The “canal’ is the water lying between these limits and the banks containing the same.  (2)  Speed.  The speed limit within the canal grounds shall not exceed five miles per hour.”


WASHINGTON - STRAIT OF JUAN DE FUCA - ROSARIO STRAIT - ROSARIO STRAIT TRAFFIC LANE SEPARATION LIGHTED BUOY RA - Luminous Range Change -


Rosario Strait Traffic Lane Separation Lighted Buoy RA, (LLNR 16370), has had its luminous range changed from 3.2 nautical miles to 4 nautical miles.  Users of this waterway are requested to comment on the increased luminous range. This test is a result of user comments about the visibility of traffic lane separation buoys at night. OREGON - ASTORIA - FORT STEVENS DIFFERENTIAL GLOBAL POSITIONING SYSTEM (DGPS) SITE - Off Air -


Fort Stevens DGPS site will be off air from 0830 until 1030 19 February 1996 for antenna maintenance.  Users of the DGPS from Grays Harbor, Washington to North Bend, Oregon, are reminded to use other means of navigation during this period.


WASHINGTON - GRAYS HARBOR - HALF MOON BAY - Two Current Meter Buoys Deployed - 


Two current meter buoys have been deployed in Half Moon Bay in Grays Harbor, Washington.  These buoys are located on the none maintained portion of the range line.  The first buoy is in approximate position 46²54’29.0”N 124²07’31.0”W showing a flashing white light.  The Second buoy is in approximate position 46²54’32.0”N 124²07’53.0”W showing a flashing white light.  These meters will remain until September 1997.

These operations will be 7 days per week 24 Hours per day.  Mariners are urged to transit the area with caution.  Proper lights and day shapes will be displayed during these operations.


WASHINGTON - COLUMBIA RIVER - LONGVIEW - Dredging Operations -

WASHINGTON - NEAH BAY - OLD MARINA - Construction of New Marina -


Demolition of the old marina commenced 18 November 1996.  Upon completion of old timber piling removal and dredging, installation of the new marina will commence.  These operations are scheduled to continue until the end of March 1997.  Mooring lines and buoys will be deployed during these operations.  The construction personnel on scene will monitor VHF-FM Channels 14 and 16.  Mariners are urged to use extreme caution when navigating around the marine equipment inside the breakwater.

WASHINGTON - PUGET SOUND - DUWAMISH WATERWAY - Bridge Information -


The dual swingspan of the Spokane Street Bridge need not open for the passage of vessels Monday through Friday from 0700 local to 0900 local and from 1500 local to 1800 local 18 November 1996 through 21 March 1997, except Federal holidays.
