WASHINGTON - PUGET SOUND - ELLIOTT BAY - NATIONAL MARITIME WEEK TOWBOAT RACES - Closure Amendment -


The Coast Guard has established a Special Local Regulation reference [(33 CFR 165, Part 100.1306.)  


The additional closure area will be Smith Cove East anchorage.


1.	(a) A regulated area is established on that portion of Elliott Bay along the Seattle waterfront in Puget Sound bounded by a line beginning at:  


47²37’36.0”N 122²22’42.0”W;


thence 47²37’24.5”N 122²22’58.2”W;


thence 47²36’08.5”N 122²20’53.0”W;


thence 47²36’21.0”N 122²20’31.0”W;


thence returning to the origin.  


This regulated area resembles a rectangle measuring approximately 3,000 yards along the shoreline between Pier 57 and Pier 89, and extending approximately 650 yards into Elliott Bay.  Temporary floating markers will be placed by the race sponsors to delineate the regulated area. <Datum: NAD 1983>


(b) Special Local Regulations.  (1)  No person or vessel may enter or remain in the regulated area except for participants in the event, supporting personnel, vessels registered with the event organizer, and personnel or vessels authorized by the Coast Guard Patrol Commander.  


(2)	When deemed appropriate, the Coast Guard may establish a patrol consisting of active and auxiliary Coast Guard vessels and personnel in the area described in paragraph (a) of this section.  The patrol shall be under the direction of a Coast Guard officer or petty officer  designated by the Captain of the Port as the Coast Guard Patrol Commander.  The Patrol Commander may forbid and control the movement of vessels in the area described in paragraph  (a) of this section.  


(3)	A succession of sharp, short blasts of a whistle or horn from vessels patrolling the area under the direction of the Patrol Commander shall serve as a signal to stop.  Vessels signaled shall stop and comply with the orders of the patrol vessel.  Failure to do so may result in expulsion from the area, citation for failure to comply, or both.  


(4)	Effective date.  This section is effective annually on the third Saturday of May from 1200 local to 1630 local unless otherwise specified by Federal Register notice.]


This exclusionary zone will be enforced from 1200 local to approximately 1630 local on 17 May 1997.


ALASKA - LORAN-C STATION KODIAK - Proposed Off Air Time-


The Coast Guard is proposing to authorize LORAN-C Station Kodiak (Rate 7960-X/9990-Z) off air time from 1000 Alaska local time to 1200 Alaska local time 19 June 1997.  The alternate time will be from  1000 Alaska local time to 1200 Alaska local time 25 June 1997.

WASHINGTON - LAKE WASHINGTON SHIP CANAL - HIRAM M. CHITTENDEN LOCKS - Scheduled Closure -


The large lock chamber at the Hiram M. Chittenden Locks in Ballard will be closed for four-hour periods on 14 different days this May and June.  The closures will allow scientists to test the effects that various locking procedures have on young salmon and steelhead, which sometimes are caught in the conduits of the large lock.  The small lock chamber will be operational throughout these test periods.

WASHINGTON - PUGET SOUND - RESOURCE SURVEY - 


The Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife (WDFW) will carry out a series of resource surveys of Puget Sound during the period of 07 April through 15 June 1997.  The survey consists of a series of bottom trawls.  The trawling sites will be distributed throughout U.S. waters east of Port Angeles, with some located in the vessel traffic lanes.  Trawling will occur during daylight hours on weekdays and possibly some weekends.  The F/V Chasina will monitor VHF-FM Channels 13 and 16.  During the first week, one station will be sampled per day at the following sites; Nisqually, Commencement Bay, Sinclair Inlet, Port Gardner (east side, one mile south of the bridge).  For the second week, one station per day will be sampled in and around Elliott Bay.  The remainder of the trawl stations will lie north of Anacortes and in the Strait of Georgia.

OREGON - WASHINGTON - COLUMBIA RIVER - COLUMBIA RIVER CHANNEL RIVER MILE 74 - Lost Anchor -


The Coast Guard has been advised that, on 28 January 1997 a merchant vessel lost a 10.5 ton anchor in the Columbia River Channel. The vessels involved are the Derrick Barge VIKING, Towboat WOLLOCHET, and the Towboat MARIE M.  The operating vessels will monitor VHF-FM Channels 13 and 16.  Proper dayshapes and lights will be displayed during these operations.
