OREGON - ASTORIA - FORT STEVENS DIFFERENTIAL GLOBAL POSITIONING SYSTEM (DGPS) - Scheduled Off Air -


The DGPS site at Fort Stevens is scheduled for tower repair on 11 and 12 December 1995.  The site will be off air from 0800 local 11 December to 1600 local 12 December 1996.  Mariners are reminded to use other means of navigation during this period.  


WASHINGTON - SEACOAST - Dungeness Crab Fishing -


The Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife announces two areas to be closed to Dungeness Crab fishing.  The first area is from 46 degrees 58 minutes 00 seconds north to 47 degrees 58 minutes 00 seconds north, approximately 4 to 7.5 nautical miles from shore.  This area will be closed to non-indian fishers commencing 0001 local 01 December to 2359 local 30 December 1996.  The second area is from Destruction Island to Sand Point and east of the 25 fathom curve.  This area is closed to non-indian fishers commencing 0001 local 01 December to 2359 local 31 December 1996.


WASHINGTON - STRAIT OF JUAN DE FUCA - ROSARIO STRAIT - ROSARIO STRAIT TRAFFIC LANE SEPARATION LIGHTED BUOY RA - Luminous Range Change -


Rosario Strait Traffic Lane Separation Lighted Buoy RA, (LLNR 16370), has had its luminous range changed from 3.2 nautical miles to 4 nautical miles.  Users of this water way are requested to comment on the increased luminous range. This test is a result of user comments about the visibility of traffic lane separation buoys at night. Demolition of the old marina will commence 18 November 1996.  Upon completion of old timber piling removal and dredging, installation of the new marina will commence.  These operations are scheduled to continue until the end of March 1997.  Mooring lines and buoys will be deployed during these operations.  The construction personnel on scene will monitor VHF-FM Channels 14 and 16.  Mariners are urged to use extreme caution when navigating around the marine equipment inside the breakwater.
