NAVAL INTERCEPT EFFORT - IRAQI EMBARGO:


Summary: The Naval intercept effort in support of the United Nations sanctions against Iraq has ended in the Red Sea, Straight of Tiran, and the Strait of Hormuz.  Intercept efforts supporting U.N. sanctions remain in the Persian Gulf.  Cargo bound for Aquaba or transshipment from Aquaba will be inspected on shore by a team from Lloyd’s Register, the U.N. Sanctions Committee, and the Aquaba Port Authority.  New United Nations procedures supporting the implementation of USCNR 986 will govern the shipment of petroleum from the Mina Al-Baker Oil Terminal in Iraq.  Vessels transiting the Northern Persian Gulf, the Shatt Al Arab waterway, or the Knor Abd Allah waterway can expect to be queried and, if bound for or departing Iraqi ports, intercepted and boarded by multinational naval units enforcing U.N. sanctions.  Documentation requirements for the shore based officials in Aquaba and the Naval Forces in the Persian Gulf are identical.  Except for U.N. approved shipments of UNSCR 986 oil exports from the Mina Al-Bakr Oil Terminal or U.N. approved shipments of food, medical supplies, or humanitarian goods bound for Iraq, no cargo addressed to/from Iraq is permitted to pass the intercept area.

FEDERAL REGISTER EXCERPT - LIFESAVING EQUIPMENT - Request for comments:


Summary: On May 20, 1996, the Coast Guard published an interim rule revising the lifesaving equipment regulations for U.S. inspected vessels.  The interim rule included provisions for vessels not on international routes to comply with certain new requirements by October 1, 1997 and October 1, 2001.  The Coast Guard has received comments concerning the regulatory analysis for the interim rule which may lead to changes to the lifesaving requirements in the final rule.  To prevent any economic expenditures based on the interim rule which might not be necessary under the final rule, the Coast Guard is suspending the implementation requirements for certain provisions in the interim rule.  The Coast Guard requests comments on the economic impacts of the lifesaving requirements covered by the partial suspension.  The suspension of 199.10(i)(1)(i),(ii) and (iii) is effective 19�February�1997.  Comments must be received by 21 April 1997 and may be made to:

DIFFERENTIAL GLOBAL POSITIONING SYSTEM (DGPS):


1.	On 29 January 1996, the Coast Guard declared the CG DGPS service operational for navigation and positioning.  During this initial operational capability (IOC) phase, users continue to be cautioned to use all available navigational tools to ensure proper evaluation of position solutions.  Problems identified during the pre-operational phase will be resolved.  Full operational capability (FOC) of the DGPS service is anticipated when all operational and support performance requirements are met. 


2.	Broadcast stations at Kokole Point, Kauai and Upolu Point, Hawaii provide DGPS signals to the Hawaiian Islands.  Kokole Point, Kauai broadcasts on 300 KHZ at 200 bits per second and Upolu Point, Hawaii broadcasts on 286 KHZ at 100 bits per second.

OMEGA RADIONAVIGATION SYSTEM TERMINATION:


The Coast Guard intends to terminate its involvement in the worldwide Omega Radionavigation System on 30 September 1997.  This will include closure of the two stations located in the U.S. (Lamoure, North Dakota and Haiku, Hawaii) and termination of the existing bilateral agreements with the six partner nations (Argentina, Australia, France, Japan, Liberia, and Norway).  The Omega navigation system primarily serves aviation and weather users.  The Department of Transportation recently completed its review of Omega navigation requirements and notified the U.S. Coast Guard that most users will complete their conversion to Global Positioning System technology by September 1997.

Owners of Private Aids to Navigation are reminded that they are responsible for the proper operation and maintenance of their private aids.  When private aids to navigation discrepancy reports are received from the Coast Guard the owner should initiate immediate action to correct the discrepancy.  Mariners have a responsibility to report discrepant private aids to navigation to the nearest Coast Guard unit.  All aids to navigation in the Fourteenth Coast Guard District, both privately and federally maintained, are user monitored.  The failure of a mariner to report a discrepant aid to navigation may result in casualties to others.  Upon notification of discrepancies the Coast Guard issues a Broadcast Notice to Mariners which remains in effect until the discrepancy is corrected or listed in the Local Notice to Mariners.

HAWAIIAN ISLANDS - ISLAND OF OAHU - PEARL HARBOR - Construction:


Construction continues on the Ford Island Bridge.  The derrick barges, SCANDIA and VASA, and work boats, KIMBERLY and ROUGHNECK, along with 45’ x 180’ supply barges, will be working between the eastern tip of Ford Island and the Pearl Harbor shoreline north of the ferry boat landing.  Concrete piles to support the bridge will be driven in the channel, thereby restricting its width to 650 feet. KAHO’OLAWE surrounding waters will be OPEN for fishing by trolling only on Saturday, April 05, 1997, 12:01 a.m. to Sunday April 06, 1997, 11:59 p.m; Saturday, April�12, 1997, 12:01 a.m. to Sunday April 13, 1997, 11:59 p.m., and Saturday, April 19, 1997, 12:01 a.m. to Sunday April 20, 1997, 11:59 p.m..  These waters are CLOSED to all unauthorized persons at all other times.  DIVING IS NOT PERMITTED.  Fishermen and boaters are reminded that unexploded ordnance in these waters are extremely dangerous.  Neither the U.S. Government nor the State of Hawaii will be responsible for any damage to or loss of property, or personal injury or death resulting from exploding ordnance in these areas.  On May 7, 1994, the U.S. Navy transferred ownership of the island of Kaho’olawe to the State of Hawaii.  The island, and the surrounding waters seaward for a distance of two miles, are under the jurisdiction of the Kaho’olawe Island Reserve Commission.  By Hawaii Administrative Rules (�13€260€1 to 13-260-5), the following are restricted zones:  Zone A; Due to the imminent threat to public health and safety posed by unexploded ordnance, entry to the area from the 20 fathom isobath to the shoreline, as well as the island itself, is prohibited.  No one shall enter the Reserve area at any time except as expressly permitted by the Commission.  Zone B; Entry into Zone B, from the boundary of the reserve to the 20 fathom isobath is prohibited, except for fishing by trolling which will be allowed for specific dates as noted above.  All other fishing and ocean recreational activities are strictly prohibited.
