ALASKA - SITKA SOUND - THOMPSON HARBOR FLOATING DOCK


The Thompson Harbor floating dock will be removed and replaced during the next few weeks. Approximately 26 unlighted yellow and orange buoys will be marking the location of chains for the replacement of the new floating docks and may be on the fringes of the harbor channel.


ALASKA - COOK INLET - ANCHORAGE MUNICIPAL PIER TIDE GAUGE


NOAA has installed a tide gauge at the Anchorage Municipal Pier. One can obtain state of tide, wind speed, direction, and barometric pressure at the city pier by calling(907)277-1903 


ALASKA - KODIAK ISLAND - KODIAK HARBOR BREAKWATER


Progress on the breakwaters in Kodiak has reached a point where vessel traffic into St. Herman Harbor is being diverted to the permanent channel located between the noses of the two breakwaters at the south entrance. (See Enclosure (2) of Local Notice to Mariners 33/96)  Work boats and dredges will continue to monitor channels 13, 16 and 66 during working hours.  Construction on the North Breakwater, located to the Southwest of the North Entrance Channel, wil be in progress until October 10, 1996.  This operation will partially obstruct the Entrance Channel and caution should be used.  Buoys mark the anchor lines of the derrick involved in this activity.  Boat traffic should stay to the North of these buoys when using the channel to avoid the anchor wires.
