This is because we use an indexing mechanism that won’t reflect the latest updates during searching as a whole until a round of indexing activities, but we do display the latest updates when inspecting each individual asset live as the update occurs in real time.



In the example blow, we are searching on the project title. Note: you should enclose search term in
